I urge you to speak out against the economic sanctions imposed on Syria by Australia, the USA and several European countries. 

Please do this for some or all of the following reasons:
1. Economic sanctions punish the Syrian people, indiscriminately, in the form of an illegal siege with serious humanitarian implications.
2. Economic sanctions against Syria have combined with western-backed terrorism, in attempts to cripple the Syrian state. For example, Syria’s hospitals have been devastated by the bombardment of sectarian terrorists, with no word of condemnation from the Western powers. Syria’s Health Minister, Dr Saad al Nayef, told the World Health Assembly in Geneva (21 May 2014) that 701 of 1,921 Syrian health centres have been ‘completely gutted’ by the terrorist attacks. Now sanctions impede the rebuilding of those health centres.

3. Because of the sanctions, Syria faces enforced shortages of medicines, food, fuel, machinery, transport equipment and communications technology.

The sanctions imposed on Iraq in the 1990s mainly affected the Iraqi people and were said to have caused the deaths of more than half a million Iraqi children (http://www.nytimes.com/1995/12/01/world/iraq-sanctions-kill-children-un-reports.html). Yet it took years for this to come to light. Don’t let the same tragedy be inflicted on the people of Syria!
